ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Insert casters (1) into frame (2), and
tighten with 7/16" lock washer (4) and
7/16" hex nut (5). (Figure 1)

2. Insert flange tee (10) on top of frame (2).
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Insert upright bars (6) into frame (2) and
middle upright (8) into flange tee (10).
(Figure 2)

3. Attach top rail bar (7) using brace
clamps (12), 5/16" carriage bolts (11) and
5/16"kep nuts (13). Attach brace clamps
on both sides of the top rail bar. (Figure 3)

4, Attach middle upright (8) to top rail (11)
using brace clamp (12), 5/16” carriage bolts (11)
and 5/16" kepnuts (13). ---DO NOT TIGHTEN---
(Figure 4)

5. Attach middle 29%“ crossbar (9) using brace
clamps (12), 5/6" carriage bolts (11), and 5/16"
kep nuts (13) to the middle upright (8) and one
of the uprights (6) at the desired height. Tighten
the middle upright (8) to the top hang rail (7)
(Figure 5)

6. Insert square end caps (3) into frame

opening (2), and round end caps (11)
into top of upright bars (6). End caps will

need to be hammered on. ---TIGHTEN ALL
